DROPPING AND WITHDRAWING

WITHDRAWAL FROM THE UNIVERSITY

An undergraduate student is considered withdrawing
from the university if ALL courses (from any State of S.D.
university) in which the student is enrolled during the
semester are terminated. If the student is taking only
one course and drops that course, this is a withdrawal
which means zero credits for the semester remain.

To withdraw from USD, use the withdrawal form
located at usd.edu/Admissions-and-Aid/Tuition-and-
Costs/Withdrawal-and-Refunds. Graduate students
may use this form to withdraw from all classes, but

do not withdraw from the university. All withdrawals
must be signed, dated, and delivered to USD, Financial
Aid Counselor, Belbas Center, Room 206, Vermillion SD
57069, or faxed to 605-677-5238.

A course is considered dropped if a student terminates
enrollment in that course but continues to be actively
enrolled in at least one other course with any South
Dakota state university during the semester. To drop
one or more courses (but not all courses), students use
Self-Service Registration.

All proctors must be currently employed as a professional
testing center, librarian, full time instructor at a college or
university, superintendent or school principal, 9-12 grade
teacher or guidance counselors.
