Leroy Gingrich is an American politician who is best known as

the Speaker of the United States House of Representatives from

1995 to 1999. In  1995 he was named Time Magazine’s Man

of the Year  for his role in leading the Republican Revolution in

Congress, ending 40 straight years of Democratic majorities in

the House.

Gingrich’s leadership in Congress was marked by contentious

opposition to the policies of the Clinton Administration and

Gingrich presided over the House during the impeachment of

the President. After resigning his position in 1998, Gingrich has

maintained a career as a political analyst and consultant, and

continues to write works related to government and other subjects

such as historical fiction. In addition to being one of the most

highly sought-after public speakers, Mr. Gingrich is the author

of five books, including the best-sellers, Contract with America

and To Renew America. He resides in Virginia with his wife,

Callista. He has two daughters and two grandchildren.

He has expressed interest in being a candidate for the 2008

Republican nomination for the Presidency.
