Secondary Education with Certification: Total 36-39 credit hours
This program enables individuals with a Baccalaureate degree in a content area equivalent to an approved University of South Dakota teaching major to become certified at the secondary-school level in South Dakota and earn a Master of Art’s degree.  Students with degrees in art, music and physical education will also have to satisfy the necessary requirements for K-12 certification.  This program is unique in that students complete the requirements for teacher certification while earning a master’s degree.   Specific requirements are determined through a careful transcript review process.
