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All Children Showed Growth in Reading and Writing

All  children in Reading
Recovery showed growth in
reading and writing. Those
who discontinued the need for
Reading Recovery showed a
growth pattern that was more
accelerated than others and
eventually attained levels that
met or exceeded national
trends.

Reading Recovery Has Two Positive Outcomes

The most obvious positive
outcome of Reading Recovery
is for a child to return to the
average of the classroom or
above and need no further
literacy intervention or

remediation. As stated earlier,
almost eight out of ten

students who had a full series

of lessons returned to the
average or above of their
classroom.

Of the children who were
recommended for further
action over twethirds were
referred for small group work.
Less than on¢enth of the
students recommended fo
further action were referred
and placed in Special
Education.

None of the
students who
discontinued the
need for Reading
Recovery were
referred and
placed in Special
Education or
retained for
reading. These
represent
significant
potential cost
savings.
